Now that we have a wonderful modern interior, we are looking to transform the

outside. Steve Bass, a very talented designer and Pentwater resident, has
volunteered to develop a plan for some of our outside trouble spots. We look
forward to discussing his ideas.

several years to complete. However, the initial designs include restructuring our

parking lot and sidewalks and creative use of the outdoor space around the
library. Project cost estimates will follow at a later time. We have collected
some donations for the project but we still need many more. Your contributions
are needed to help us achieve some very ambitious goals. If you are proud of
your library now, you will have even more pride when you see both the plans
and the completed outdoor renovations.
